WHERE I CAN HELP:
For some of the game time tasks, we’re looking to have a group of 4-5 people who would be trained at the beginning of the season (how to keep score or run the scoreboard) and they would rotate this through the season. (Check as many things as you’d like):

HOME GAMES ONLY:

_____ Locker room watch – 1 DAD per game. Involves standing outside locker room for a half-hour before games to make sure no non-players go in and that players are behaving.

_____ Announcer during games. 1 per game, stationed in the press box. Involves reading off line-ups, announcing goals and assists, penalties, etc.  (Time commitment: 15 minutes before game time until end of game; about 1.5 hours to 2 hours.)


_____ Ticket sales. 1-2 per game, stationed at front gate. Involves selling tickets and keeping track of money. (Time commitment: About 35 minutes before game time until half-time of the game; total of 1 hour to 1.5 hours.)
 
_____ Scoreboard. 1 per game. Involves sitting in the press box (it’s warm and dry) and starting and stopping the official clock and putting up the score as goals are scored. Easy, but you can’t be distracted by conversation or other things during the game. 

_____ End-of-game shutdown, 1-2 per game, takes 10-15 minutes to put equipment away. 
 
BOTH HOME AND AWAY GAMES:

_____ Keeping score/scorebook. Stationed on the sidelines, keep track of goals, assists, penalties, shots, etc. Not super-easy to learn, but you get the hang of it pretty fast. (Time requirement: 15 minutes before game to end game; 1.5 hours to 2 hours per game.) 

_____ Spotter – 1 per away game; 2 per home game (one in press box and one on field) Involves being the scorekeeper’s eyes to keep track of shots, goals, assists, etc. (Time requirement: 10 minutes before game until end of game; about 1.5 hours to 2 hours.)

_____ Timer/ penalties – 1 per home game, stationed on the sidelines. Can double as spotter for away games since visiting team isn’t responsible for penalty timekeeping. (Time requirement: 10 minutes before game until end of game; about 1.5 hours to 2 hours.)

AWAY GAMES ONLY: 

_____ Equipment drivers – 2 per game if both JV and V play. Not needed if only one team plays. Driving to the game involving meeting team at the school 15 minutes before departure time (might be as early as 4:00). Driving home from the game involves waiting until end of second game and driving equipment back to the school and meeting the returning players. You can do one or the other; don’t have to do there and back.
  
OTHER TASKS: 

_____ Tailgate party basket. Each sports team must put together a gift basket to be auctioned off at Boosters’ Super Bowl Party in Feb. We need 2-3 people to help with this.

_____ Publicity – Committee will plan promotions, halftime giveaways, special nights (ladies night, etc.) and publicize games through school announcements, etc.
